POLICY & PROCEDURE

VOLUNTEERS

Policy:

It is the policy of United Cerebral Palsy to screen all volunteers.

Procedures:


1. All potential volunteers are to complete a United Cerebral Palsy of Broward volunteer application.

2. Upon completion of application, potential volunteer will be interviewed by appropriate Department Head and observed in interaction with clients via tour.

3. Volunteers, who work more than 40 hours a month, must be fingerprinted and complete Caretaker Background Screening.

4. A permanent file will be established for all volunteers.

5. Volunteers who have opportunity to interact with clients will be under the direct observation/supervision of Department head or designee.

6. All volunteers must adhere to all U.C.P. policies and procedures including those relating to confidentiality and clients rights.

7. All volunteers must have a TB screening, which U.C.P. will fund.

8. Volunteers are not to drive U.C.P. vehicles.

9. Volunteers are advised not to transport client in personal vehicles, they need to understand in case of accident their auto insurance is liable.

10. Volunteers are not covered by workers’ compensation.
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
